RULES

All Races conducted by the RMYC Sailing Division will be governed by:

e The Racing Rules of Sailing for 2009 - 2012 (RRS) as published by
the International Sailing Federation (ISAF) or as subsequently
amended,;

e Prescriptions and Special Regulations of Yachting Australia (YA);

e The International Regulations for Preventing Collision at Sea,

o All the above as modified by these Sailing Instructions and any
relevant Notice of Race;

The Sailing Instructions and NOR may be changed (RRS.86 by:

e Displaying a written notice on the Sailing Division Notice Board.

¢ |f the amendment impacts a specific race then it must be posted on
the Board at least 2 hours prior to the start of the race.

e Internatio n a | Code Flag L wildl be displ :
if the amendment notice was only posted on the same day as the
first race to which the amendment applies.

e [or Offshore races when code flag ‘L' is displayed the Starter will
notify the changes.

The International Requlations for Preventing Collision at Sea shall replace

the RRS during races between the hours of official Sunset and Sunrise.

This amends Parts 2, 3 and 4 of the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS).

All those taking part in any race, do so at their own risk and responsibility.

The RMYC or Sailing Committee accepts no responsibility for the

seaworthiness of a boat whose entry is accepted or the sufficiency or

adequacy of its crew or equipment.

The following amends RRS 76.1. The RMYC Sailing Division Committee,

(hereinafter referred to as, "The Committee"), or its duly appointed

representatives shall be responsible for conducting all races and they have

the right to:

Decide the result of all races

Hear all protests to determine the outcome of the races

Handicap and re-handicap any boat at its absolute discretion.

Classify all entered boats into all such Divisions, as it considers

appropriate.

Reclassify any boat at any time during the relevant season.

e Refuse entry or cancel the participation of any boat in any Club races
without refund.

¢ Amend and/or correct all printed race results.

e At any time refuse or reject from racing any entrant from any race,
regatta or race series for any reason if it considers such refusal or
rejection are in the interest of the Sailing Division. This amends RRS
76.1.

The Committee, represented by the Series Race Coordinator, hereinafter
referred to as, "The Coordinator", will decide which races programmed for
that day will be conducted, the courses to be sailed and any other relevant

matters. TheCoor di nat or wi | | have full auth
t he water race control o and i S empowe
appropriate.
EQUIPMENT

Unless otherwise advised all yachts, both mono and multihull, in generally
standard trim, are eligible to enter Sailing Division races.

Any changes or devices, whether referred to in the RRS or not, that effect
performance of a yacht are subject to approval of the Committee whose
ruling shall be final. This amends RRS 76.1.

The equipment and performance requirements referred to herein are in
addition to any requirements of local legislative authorities and the Special
Regulations in the Racing Rules of Sailing.

All boats competing in Sailing Division races must comply with Special
Regulations Equipment Compliance for the relevant Category outlined in
the NOR and Maritime Authority of NSW Regulations for Enclosed Waters
or Open Waters.

Generally boats sailing offshore races require Category 3 and Category 4
for selected races as advised in the NOR plus NSW Maritime safety
equipment for Open Waters.

Generally inshore races require at least Category 7 plus NSW Maritime
safety equipment for Enclosed Waters. See NOR for specific details.
Boats must be maintained up to the required safety level throughout the
sailing season.

All single hull boats competing in Sailing Division events shall be self-
righting vessels and must be seaworthy. The Committee may require proof
of a boatds righting abilities.
Yachts are NOT to carry anchors protruding beyond the line of the bow
while racing.

SPECIAL REGULATIONS EQUIPMENT AUDITS

The relevant NOR will advise the Category of Safety Equipment required
for each event.

Boats shall have a current Annual Special Regulations Equipment
Compliance Form for the appropriate Category of race before entering any
race.

Yachts without a current Equipment Audit form are not eligible for entry
into Sailing Division races.

The annual Special Regulations Equipment Audits will take place at the
RMYC marina on nominated Special Regulations Equipment Audit Days.

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These are conducted at the start of the sailing season, in August and
September.

The Committee retains the right to inspect any boat at any reasonable time
in order to ascertain that safety equipment has been properly maintained.
Any deficiencies of equipment will be noted and could lead to
disqualification of the boat from that race or series. Boats that decline
inspection may be disqualified from competition. This amends RRS 63.1.

AUDIT INSPECTIONS CONDUCTED ON OTHER DAYS

To arrange an audit outside these audit days, you will first need to pay a
$25 fee to the RMYC Office. Once this fee is paid, please contact a
Special Regulations Equipment Auditor, who will arrange an appointment
with you. To arrange an audit or obtain further information, please contact
Cathy at RMYC, on 9997 5511 or the Equipment Auditor.

A Special Regulations Equipment Compliance Form issued by other Clubs
affiliated with Yachting Australia may be accepted by the Committee.
However, if a yacht has been audited by a RMYC auditor and compliance
refused, the yacht needs to return for re-auditing, certified as complying,
before its entry being accepted.

PRESENTING YOUR YACHT FOR AN EQUIPMENT AUDIT

Obtain an Equipment Compliance form from the RMYC Sailing Division
website or from RMYC office ampocesso mpl
by checking the equipment and ticking off that it complies on the form.
The yacht must be presented on time with the appropriate form completed
by the owner/representative and all equipment laid out for inspection.
Equipment should be checked and laid out in order of inspection, with
radio transmitter tuned, storm sails unpacked and the ground tackle in sea
stowage and secure.

Where yachts are inadequately prepared, the inspection may be refused
by the auditor.

Fire Extinguishers must have current stamped inspection tag attached for
the current 12 months period. A qualified Fire Control officer will be on
hand to inspect Fire Extinguishers on the nominated Audit Days.

INSURANCE

All boats must be covered with current Racing Insurance relevant to the
series being entered with valid third-party liability insurance with a
minimum cover of $A10,000,000. A copy of the current policy must be
submitted with the entry form. Any boat not having current Racing
Insurance relevant to the series being entered is not eligible to compete in
the series.

Casual entries must be made at least one hour or as advised in the NOR
prior to the start of any race and must be accompanied by the prescribed
fee and copies of the Special Regulations Equipment Compliance Forms
and Racing Insurance Policy relevant to the race/s being entered. Monday
Twilight entries must be submitted by Friday before the race.

FLAGS AND PENNANTS

In these instructions any code flags and/or pennants mentioned shall be
those of the International Code of Signals. (see back cover for guidance).

RACING PENNANTS (RRS 63.1 AMENDED)

Pennants must be displayed from a boat's backstay or, if no backstay, from
some conspicuous location on the starboard side whenever possible.

All boats competing in Sailing Division races, except Monday Twilight
Series, are required to display the Sailing Division Racing Pennant while
racing, the blue half to be displayed uppermost.

Boats competing in the Monday Twilight Series are required to display their
Division Pennant plus Sponsor's Flags, if any, whilst racing and visible to
the Committee Boat.

Yachts from other clubs participating by invitation in Sailing Division
events, other than Monday Twilight
pennant.

Failure to display a pennant in accordance with above will be subject to
protest by the Coordinator. This Instruction amends RRS 63.1

START LINE

The Start Line will be advised in the NOR for each event or series.

For many races such as the Friday Twilights, Winter Series races and the
Newport Offshore Race, the Start Line will be an imaginary line between a
Laid buoy on the Western end, and the RMYC Tower.

A Flag mark will also be laid near the Start Tower on the eastern end of the
line.

Boats must start between this flag mark and the laid buoy leaving the flag
mark to starboard.

The Flag Mark does not form part of the Start Line but both the flag mark

15. INTERFERING WITH ANOTHER BOAT (RRS 23.1,23.2 AMENDED)

Boats must comply with RRS 23.1 & 23.2 and must also keep clear of the
Start and Finish Line and all competitors who are about to start or finish
the event or another Division. Boats not racing must not, in any way,
impede the view of the Start or Finish Line by competitors or officials.

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16. PERSONAL BuoYANCY (RRS 27.1 AMENDED)

Personal buoyancy should be worn adequate to the conditions, during
periods of rough weather, as required by the NOR, or as notified by the
Committee by display of Code Flag Y with or without a sound signal.

17. POSTPONEMENT AND ABANDONMENT (RRS 27.3 AMENDED)

The Coordinator may postpone or abandon a race, at his/her discretion,
based on a Bureau of Meteorology forecast of a gale warning or severe
conditions, or on-course average wind speeds exceeding 25 knots.

To postpone a start, the Committee will display flag AP (Red and White
flag) with or without two sound signals. This amends RRS 27.3.

When ready to restart, the AP flag will be lowered with or without one
sound signal and one minute later the Warning Signal will be shown and
the starting sequence will commence. This amends RRS 27.3.

When the Coordinator abandons a race no points will be awarded to any
boat in respect of that race.

18. YACHTS ARRIVING LATE (RRS 42.1 AMENDED)

After the Warning signal, any boat using her engine or being towed in the
vicinity of the Start Line shall cease to use her engine or to be towed and
then shall complete two (2) consecutive 360 degrees turns in the same
direction before she crosses the Starting Line.

With the exception of Monday Twilights the Starter will remain on station
for at least ten (10) minutes after the Starting signal has been given. All
boats in the vicinity of the starting area will be considered to have started,
at the sole discretion of the Starter. This amends RRS 28.1.

A yacht arriving after the Starter has left his station may compete in the
event, but will have to report the circumstances after the race to the
Coordinator who shall decide whether she shall be regarded as a bona fide
starter. This amends RRS 28.1.

For the Monday Twilight races, the Starter may leave the station
immediately after the start of the last Division.

19. RECALLS (RRS 29.1)

Individual Recall: When at a boatdés starting s
crew or equipment is on the course side of the starting line she must
comply with rule 30.1, the Starter shall promptly display flag X with one
sound. The flag shall be displayed until all such boats are completely on
the pre-start side of the starting line or its extensions and have complied
with rule 30.1, but not later than four minutes after the starting signal or
one minute before any later starting signal, whichever is earlier.

The crew should be drilled in man overboard procedures and briefed on
the stowage and use of all emergency equipment.

TIME LIMIT (RRS APPENDIX A4.2 AMENDED)

All boats must have completed the race by 2000; any boat that has not
finished by this time will be considered a Did Not Start (D.N.S.).
Requests to be considered as a D.N.F. will be considered if written
applications are lodged with the Coordinator before 2100 on the night of
the race.

This is because of the large number of boats in the Monday Twilight
Series. There is no record of the boats starting and hence only finishers
are counted.

ONE BOAT FINISHING (RRS 35 AMENDED)

One boat finishing in a Division constitutes a race for that Division. If no
boats finish in a Division then thi

ALTERATIONS AFFECTING PERFORMANCE

Any changes in hull, propeller, trim spars, sails or sail area or any other
alterations that may alter a boat 06s
Handicapper in writing before the race effected by the change. Failure to

do so will result in an immediate increase of a minimum of five per cent

(5%) to a boat's handicap retrospective to the date of the alteration.

SCORING

Scoring will be in accordance with RRS Appendix A - Scoring and as
amended by the Sailing Instructions. The Low Point System will be used.
For discard races see Sailing Instruction 26 herein.

The Monday Twilight Series of races is made up of 2 Minor Series with
overall points added together, after discards, to determine placings.
Prizes are available for first place in each division on handicap for the 2
Minor Series.

Boats over 15.24 m (50 feet) that take the option to start in accordance
with 6 above will receive DNF for that race. This amends RRS 63.1.

PRIZES

Presentation of prizes for the first three places on handicap and notification
of results for each race of the Series will be at the RMYC after the race.
Prizes not collected at the time will be forfeited to the next placed boat.
Major prizes and trophies are awarded to the first three places on handicap
for each Division and will be awarded on Presentation Night.

Boats placing in a series and not represented at Presentation Night will
have their prize allocated to the next boat represented at the Presentation
Night. This does not affect the awarding of trophies which will remain in
the name of the boats that placed in the series.

Perpetual Trophies for each Division winner will also be awarded on the
evening but will remain at the Club. There will be a prize for first place on
handicap in each division for the 2 Minor Series.

ALTERNATIVE PENALTIES

The Two Turns Penalty, in accordance with RRS 44.2 will apply for
infringements of Rules of Part 2- When Boats Meet.

The One turn penalty, in accordance with RRS 44.1 will apply for
infringement of Rule 31 -Touching a Mark.

PROTESTS

The Committee looks to competitors to enter this event in the right spirit of
sportsmanship and having an enjoyable sail BUT at the same time be
meticulous in observing the rules and completing penalties (or retiring)
immediately an infringement occurs. The protest flag shall be Code Flag
ABo or a ARedo fl ag.

The Committee encourages competitors to protest when there are obvious
breaches of the rules during races.

MEDIATION

Mediation is available on the night with a member of the Committee if an
outside view is sought on an incident. If the parties are not satisfied with
the outcome of the mediation, then they can proceed to a hearing with the
Protest Committee without prejudice.

If, after considering the above, a boat wishes to lodge a protest it shall be
done in accordance with RRS Part 5 subject to the following sub clause.
The protest time limit shall be 2130 on the night of the Race and is to be
handed to the Committee.

Protests will not impact prizes awarded on the night.

Protests may result in alteration to the points awarded for a race.

Protest forms are available at RMYC or from the Committee.

PERSON IN CHARGE (RRS 46)

Boats must be under the competent control of a responsible adult.
Competitors must also comply with RRS 46 in respect of YA membership.
We advise that Monday Twilight is exempt from Rule 55 (YA Membership
of Crewperson).

MINIMUM CREWPERSONS (RRS 63.1 AMENDED)

For inshore races and events, in addition to any requirement of the RRS,
no boat shall participate unless there are a minimum of 2 competent
persons on board throughout the race or event.

The Sailing Division, represented by the Coordinator, shall be the sole
arbiter of whether a person is competent or not.
